August 16th is a day designated by the 

United 

States 

Congress 

to honor 

the 

nation's 

airborne 

units of 

the 

armed 

forces. 

It was 

created 

in 2001 

by 

President 

George 

W. Bush. 

August 16, 1940 marked the first official 

Army parachute jump, validating the 

innovative concept of inserting United States 

ground combat forces behind a battle line by 

parachute.  

   During World War II, airborne tactics 

were critical to the success of important 

missions, including the D-Day invasion at 

Normandy, the Battle of the Bulge, the 

invasion of Southern France, and many 

others. In Korea and Vietnam, airborne 

soldiers played a critical combat role, as well 

as in later conflicts and peacekeeping 

operations, including Panama, Grenada, 

Desert Storm, Haiti, Somalia, and the 

Balkans. Most recently, airborne forces were 

vital to liberating the people of Afghanistan 

from the repressive and violent Taliban 

regime; and these soldiers continue to serve 

proudly around the world in the global 

coalition against terrorism.  

   The elite airborne ranks include 

prestigious groups such as the 82nd Airborne 

Division, "America's Guard of Honor," and 

the "Screaming Eagles" of the 101st 

Airborne Division (Air Assault). Paratroopers 

in the Army's XVIII Airborne Corps, the 

75th Infantry (Ranger) Regiment and other 

Special Forces units conduct swift and 

effective operations in defense of peace and 

freedom.

Most Oklahoma 

lawns don’t need more than one (1) inch of 

water per week in the summer to maintain 

optimum health. Use a rain gauge to 

determine how much water your lawn is 

getting. Fewer, deeper watering ensures 

better root health.
